Bollywood: Cinema and Modern India Study Group
Leader: Sanhita Ambast*

Time: 10:00 am - 12:00 pm

January 23, 30; February 6,13

This study group will use Indian films
to focus on four issues crucial to un-
derstanding modern India: (1) politics
and protest (2) colonization and sport
(3) morality and the Indian Diaspora
and (4) urbanization, youth and so-
cial change. With over 800 annual
releases, the Indian film industry -
also known as Bollywood - is one of
the largest centers of film production
today. In recent years, these films
have also become one of India’s best known cultural exports
and are gaining an international reputation for their larger-than-
life themes, song & dance and their depictions of life in India.
This course has two aims: first, it will provide a broad introduc-
tion to modern Indian cinema and second, it will use main-
stream Indian cinema to discuss and analyze the socio-political
realities of Indian life today. CLASS FORMAT: Active Discus-
sion READINGS: 40 Pages per Week. One Film per Week

Sanhita Ambast i a swdent in the MALD program at the Fletcher School of Law and
Diplomacy, Tufts University. She studies International Law and Human Rights. She, prior to
coming to Fletcher, trained as a lawyer and has worked in several governmental and non-
governmental organizations on various aspects of global human rights protection. Having grown up
in Mumbai, India (the center of “Bollywood”), she has been interested in Indian cinema and its
interactions with Indian society and politics on an informal basis for several years.

The Post-civil-war reconstruction era was a time of
great promise, both for the newly freed slaves and
& for the country as a whole. It offered great promise
to a newly united country as a means to heal and
move forward. But the promise was never
achieved and the end result reverberates with us
even today. This study group will look at how and
why that happened and what might have been
# done differently. It is hoped that each study group

member will bring their unique perspective on the
subject and contribute to the discussions so that we may all leave with a
better understanding of how it was, is and should have been. Perhaps
we can learn how to avoid future lost opportunities.

Fred Laffert, Jr. (B.S. in ChE, Tufts University; M.S. in Engineering Manage-
ment, Northeastern) spent 40+ years in the manufacture of discrete semiconductors and passive
devices. He has always had an interest in history, particularly in the Civil War era. An Osher LLI
member since 2002, Fred has led a number of 4 and 8 week study groups on historical areas.

This course will survey major developments in
one of America’s greatest art forms. Starting
with the early stages of Ruth St. Denis and Ted
Shawn at Jacob’s Pillow, we will then discuss
Denishawn student Martha Graham’s major
works. From the mid-century choreographers we
will discuss Graham’s students Merce Cunning-

ham, Paul Taylor and Alvin Ailey. From the late
20™ century we will analyze the Judson Church movement and works
by Trish Brown, Bill T. Jones Twyla Tharp and Mark Morris. The
course will utilize video footage, brief readings of dance criticism,
theory and choreographer’s statements to develop understandings and
responses to the American dance movement. CLASS FORMAT: Ac-
tive Discussion READINGS: 40 minutes of dance video online out-
side of class.
